Dwuring severe weather siblabons, Orange County Public Schools must adhere to emergency
management procedures,

one of these procedures is the implementation of the "30-30 Rule" during dismissal o
determine the thresk of lighming.

The "30-30 Rule™ stabtes:

30 Seconds: Counk the seconds bebwesn seeing lightning and hearing bhunder, IF this time is less than
30 seconds, lightning is still a pokential threat, Seek shelter im mediatelsw,

30 Minukes: Afer heaing the last thunder, wait 30 minubes before leaving shelker. Half of all lighing
deaths occur after the storm passes, Skay in a safe area unbl vou are sure the threa has passed.

The Principal will determine wwhen the 30030 Rule or Rainy Day Procedure will be applied.
Parents may enter the building and sign out the skudenks under their supervision,

Al =o, if it is raining when you drop your student off before 7:30.am, please drop them off in
the back under the canopy untl the front awning has been replaced.
