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FCAT POLICIES

Please be sure to review the following policies before the day of the test:

m Electronic Devices—Students may not have ANY electronic devices during testing, including, but not limited to, cell phones
and smart phones, even if they are turned off. We encourage students to leave devices at home or in their lockers on the day of
testing.

m Academic Honesty —Your student will be asked to sign a pledge prior to testing that states | agree that | will not give or
receive unauthorized help during this test. | understand that giving or receiving such help during the test is cheating and will
result in the invalidation of my test results. If any student is caught cheating during the assessment, his or her test will not be
scored.

m Leaving Campus—If your student leaves campus before completing the test (for lunch, an appointment, illness, etc.), he or
she WILL NOT be allowed to complete the test. If your student does not feel well on the day of testing, it may be best for him or
her to wait and be tested on a make-up day. Wednesday , February 27, is reserved as make-up day for the FCAT Writing Test.
