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This Week in History  

 
 

September 7, 1776: World’s first submarine attack: the American submersible craft Turtle attempts to 

attach a time bomb to the hull of British Admiral Richard Howe’s flagship HMS Eagle in New York 

Harbor. 

 

September 8, 1966: The first Star Trek series premiers on NBC. The show is set in the Milky Way 

galaxy, roughly during the 2260s.  Star Trek's Nielsen ratings while on NBC were low, and the 

network canceled it after three seasons and 79 episodes. Nevertheless, the show had a major 

influence on popular culture and it became a cult classic in broadcast syndication during the 

1970s.  

 

September 9, 1947: First actual case of a computer bug being found: a moth lodged in a relay of a 

Harvard Mark II computer at Harvard University.  The moth was discovered on the circuit board of 

the U.S. Navy's Mark II Aiken Relay Calculator while it was being tested at Harvard. After removing 

the pesky insect, the machine's operators put out the word that they had "debugged" the 

computer, which grew into the technical term for identifying and removing errors in computer 

hardware and software. 

 

September 10, 1608: John Smith is elected council president of Jamestown, Virginia.  When 

Jamestown was England's first permanent settlement in the New World, Smith trained the settlers to 

farm and work, thus saving the colony from early devastation. He publicly stated "he who shall not 

work, shall not eat". This strength of character and determination overcame problems presented 

from the hostile Indians, the wilderness and the troublesome and uncooperative English settlers.  

Harsh weather, lack of water, living in a swampy wilderness, English unwillingness to work, and 

attacks from the Powhatan nation almost destroyed the colony. 

September 11, 1941: Ground is broken for the construction of The Pentagon. It has five sides, five 

floors above ground, two basement levels, and five ring corridors per floor with a total of 17.5 mi of 

corridors.  On September 11, 2001, exactly sixty years after the building's groundbreaking, a Boeing 

757-223, American Airlines Flight 77, was hijacked and crashed into the western side of the 

Pentagon, killing 189 people (the five hijackers, 59 others aboard the plane, and 125 in the 

building).  It was the first significant foreign attack on the capital's U.S. government facilities since 

the Burning of Washington by the British during the War of 1812. 

 

September 12, 1992: NASA launches Space Shuttle Endeavor on STS-47 which marked the 50th 

shuttle mission.  On board are Mae Carol Jamison, the first African-American woman in space. 

 

September 13, 1948: Margaret Chase Smith is elected senator, and becomes the first woman to 

serve in both the U.S. House of Representatives and the United States Senate.  “The right way is not 

always the popular and easy way. Standing for right when it is unpopular is a true test of moral 

character.”
