This Week in History

Septembeér 7, 1776: World’s first submarine attack: the American submersible craft Turtle attémpts to
attagh a time bomb to the hull of British AdmirahRicHard Howe's flagship HMS Eagle in New York
Hdrbor.

September 8, 1966: The first Star Trek series premiers on NBC. The show is set in the Milky Way
galaxy, roughly during the 2260s. Star Trek's Nielsen ratings while on NBC were low, and the
network canceled it after three seasons and 79 episodes. Nevertheless, the show had a major

influence on popular culture and it became a culk classic in broadcast syndication during the
970s.

September 9, 1947: First actual case of a computer bug being found: a moth lodged in a relay of a
Harvard Mark Il computer at Harvard University. THhe moth was discovered on the circuit board of

the U.S. Navy's Mark Il Aiken Relay Calculator Wh"'t, it was being tested at Harvard. After removing
the pesky insect, the machine's operators put out the word that they had "debugged" the

computer, which grew into the technical term forlidentifying and removing errors in computer
