The science fair experiments are about to begin! If your student has turned in all
their necessary forms and research plan, their primary teachers will be giving them
the ok to start their experiment. If they have not turned in all their forms correctly,
they will not be given permission to start. As the forms are past due, | will no longer
permit a student to change their project to something that requires a biological
hazard form, vertebrate animals, or human consent. Any student that is working
with bacteriq, tissue samples, molds, humans, or animals will have had to have their
forms turned in by now! It is up to your student’s primary teacher to give you the ok
for their experiment. It is up to the teacher to also decide how to further grade the
project. Some teachers will continue to grade the project throughout the next
couple of months, well past the due date for the required forms, and still require
those forms.
