Please ask your
science teacher if your project has been approved or not. If you do not know still please ask Mr. Ulgut or Mr. Stampas
for your project’s status. Now that you can start your experiment you can start your Research Journal! Your Journal
first dated entry is when you received approval to begin experimentation.”

Research Journal: This logbook is the most important part of the project!!!! A logbook contains all written work done by
the student. It is a diary, every day you think about your project make a note of it in your journal with today’s date. It
must be in the composition notebook and written in blue or black ink — no pencils or colored pens. Any errors must be
crossed out — no white outs and no removed pages! Be sure to include any visits to the library, a museum, or any other
site you visited to gather information. This must also contain a phone log if you made phone calls. Most importantly,
this notebook must contain your project’s scientific method. Please date each entry and number each page as used.
This logbook will be on display with your backboard so that the judges can view your progress. This logbook will be
turned in from time-to-time to monitor the student’s progress towards benchmarks.”
