Please be sure to review the following policies before the day of the test:

m Electronic Devices—Students may not have ANY electronic devices during testing, including, but not limited to,
cell phones and smart phones, even if they are turned off. We encourage students to leave devices at home or in their
lockers on the day of testing.

m Academic Honesty —Your student will be asked to sign a pledge prior to testing that states | agree that I will not
give or receive unauthorized help during this test. | understand that giving or receiving such help during the test is
cheating and will result in the invalidation of my test results. If any student is caught cheating during the assessment,
his or her test will not be scored.

m Leaving Campus—If your student leaves campus before completing the test (for lunch, an appointment, illness,
etc.), he or she WILL NOT be allowed to complete the test. If your student does not feel well on the day of testing, it
may be best for him or her to wait and be tested on a make-up day. Wednesday , February 27, is reserved as make-up
day for the FCAT Writing Test.

"Catch { Falling Star"

For as long as most pzoplg haveg begegn buying popular music on records, tapes and compact disks, the
regeords, tapes and disks they've bought have carrigd labels likg "Certified Gold!" and "Pouble Platinum!!"
Thosg labgls have been in usg sineg the garly daygs of the rock-and-roll gra, whegn a goung trade
organization callgd the Recording Industry fissociation of Imerica (RI{I1]) ergated and tradgmarked its
precious-metals-based seale for measuring music sélgsiOnlarch 14, 1958, the RITIH awarded its first
official Gold Record to Perry Como for his smash-hit smglz "Cafch 1 Falling Star."

Thoseg who'vg bgegn conditiongd to beligve that roek and -roll Wipzd out gverything in its path on its way
toward dominating latg-20th-cgntury pop music may beg surpnsz&to—h}zar that Perry Como was such a
viablg commereial artist fully two years after the arrival of el\'TB'Exgélgg, Como, a 50-somgthing holdover
in a cozy cardigan sweater, stood for gverything that gouthful.f‘ba{ gﬁd roll did not, after all. Where rock
and roll promised sgx, gxcitgement and social changg, Como's 6&4\701&8 much morg staid pursuits. Yget
"Catch { Falling Star" was not the only hit record for Perrg Como.*in the garly years of the rock~and-roll
"revolution.” dongs like "Hot Piggity" and "Round Ind Round" ‘Morg than held their own against morg
regbellious farg, and whilg they might not haveg been "eool," they didn't nged to be in order to find an
audigneg in latg 19508 dmerica.

It is cegrtainly worth noting, howgver, that the RIfI{ waited until €lvis Presley's string of pre-{drmy hits was
over before codifging what was formerly a 100se, PR-driven proegss and cereating an objective standard
(500,000 salgs) for thg Gold Record. (fter the first Gold Record was awarded to Perry Como for "Cateh 1
Palling Star," the RIFI's ngxt honorge was lsaurig l.ondon for "He's Got the Wholg World In fis tlands."
{Ind whilg €lvis Preslgy was the third artist to rgegive such an honor (for "Hard tigaded Woman" in
Wugust 1958), his singleg Gold Regcord through the gnd of 1961 had him tiegd on the RIF{'s list with lbawrgneg
Welk (whosg "Calcutta" was certifigd Gold in Fgbruary 1961.
