Orlando Science Schools FIRST Tech Challenge (FTC) team 5070 N.U.T.S. (Nerds United
for Technological Superiority) won the Inspire Award at the Florida FTC Championship
earning an invitation to the FTC World Championship, a 4 day event held last week in
Saint Louis Missouri.

The team and robot performed well at the competition. In the first appearance at
FTC World Championship the team advanced to the Edison division semifinals when
they were selected by FTC team 6002 Basilisks to form an alliance along with FTC team
5466 Combustible Lemons.
