May 5, 1961: The First American in Space

From Cape Canaveral, Florida, Navy Commander Alan Bartlett Shepard Jr. is launched into
space aboard the Freedom 7 space capsule, becoming the first American astronaut to travel
into space. The suborbital flight, which lasted 15 minutes and reached a height of 116 miles
into the atmosphere, was a major triumph for the National Aeronautics and Space
Administration (NASA).

NASA was established in 1958 to keep U.S. space efforts abreast of recent Soviet
achievements, such as the launching of the world's first artificial satellite--Sputnik 1--in 1957.
In the late 1950s and early 1960s, the two superpowers raced to become the first country to
put a man in space and return him to Earth. On April 12, 1961, the Soviet space program won
the race when cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin was launched into space, put in orbit around the
planet, and safely returned to Earth. One month later, Shepard's suborbital flight restored
faith in the U.S. space program.

NASA continued to trail the Soviets closely until the late 1960s and the successes of the
Apollo lunar program. In July 1969, the Americans took a giant leap forward with Apollo 11,
a three-stage spacecraft that took U.S. astronauts to the surface of the moon and returned
them to Earth. On February 5, 1971, Alan Shepard, the first American in space, became the
fifth astronaut to walk on the moon as part of the Apollo 14 lunar landing mission.

The event was terrific to learn about each of the institutions and to discuss current issues in selective college
admissions such as Ms. Alfie Daniels, Associate Director of Yale Undergraduate Admission, Mr. David
Jackson, Associate Director of Massachusetts Institute of Technology and Ms. Elizabeth Hart, Associate
Director of Admission from Brown University - including admissions and financial aid, residential and
student life, research opportunities, athletics recruitment and other areas of interest.

The Highlights and what are new at these universities are below.

Brown has 30, 944 Total Applications and 8.9% Admit Rate
The Class of 2015 includes 65 diftferent countries in Brown.
Required Standardized Testing: Either the SAT Reasoning with any 2 SAT Subject Tests or
ACT with Writing.

Rigorous Courses Such as AP courses.
Brown opens new home for Warren Alpert Medical School which is 184,000-square-foot
building.
Brown added 39 new Faculty on September 7, 2011.
MIT has 18,000 Applications and 8.9% Admit Rate
MIT opens a new Combination Course Computer Science-Biology.
MIT focuses more Math and Physics courses.
MIT Basketball Team received 37 place in DIV-3 Category.
MIT interviews all of the applicants. Interviews are very important and there are some
examinations for certain Programs.
Yale has 29,000 total Applications and 12-13% Admit Rate.
Yale-NUS College is scheduled to open in August 2013 with 150 undergraduate students and
will grow to about 1,000.
Yale has a new Global of Affairs program with two different track:

o International Development

o International Security
Yale has an online campus tours.
