 The Great Gatsby is published 

 

The 1920’s is generally considered by most historians as the Golden Age of the twentieth century 

in America. At the height of an economic and cultural boom, two authors were applauded with 

capturing the spirit of the Roaring Twenties in way no other writer could.  One of them was F. 

Scott Fitzgerald and his arguably most famous book, The Great Gatsby.   

 

Still to this day, Gatsby is an influential book that reflects the upper class society and the decisions 

they make.  Perfectly written by Fitzgerald, the book is an examination of culture and counter-

culture of the 1920’s and masterfully creates a hero in an otherwise roguish character. What makes 

this book so compelling and influential are the messages that can be found within the book. With 

each passing decade new discussions have been brought up concerning class struggle, modernism 

and even feminism.  

  

Despite its acclaim today as one of the most influential books of the 20th century, The Great 

Gatsby was actually a financial failure until its re-emergence in the 1950’s.

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It is important for you and your student to understand the following policies before testing: 
 
■ Electronic Devices—If your student is found with ANY electronic devices during testing, his or her test will be invalidated, 
meaning it will not be scored. We encourage students to leave devices at home or in their lockers on the day of testing. 
 
■ Academic Honesty—Your student will be asked to sign a pledge prior to testing that says I agree that I will not give or 
receive unauthorized help during this test. I understand that giving or receiving such help during the test is cheating and will 
result in the invalidation of my test results.  In addition, students are responsible for protecting their answers from being seen 
by others. If students are caught cheating during testing, their tests will be invalidated. 
 
■ Invalidations After Testing—The FDOE employs a test security company, Caveon Test Security, to analyze student test 
results to detect unusually similar answer patterns. Student results within a school that are found by Caveon to have 
extremely similar answer patterns will be invalidated. 
 
■ Leaving Campus—If your student leaves campus before completing the test (for lunch, an appointment, or illness, etc.), he 
or she WILL NOT be allowed to complete the test. If your student does not feel well on the day of testing, it may be best for 
him or her to wait and be tested on a make-up day. Please also be mindful to not schedule appointments on testing days.
